(After Jesus saves the elect from their Final Tests they shall head to purgatory.)
(First reading after the First Sunday of advent.)
There are a total of 25 weekly advent readings that are completed in a two year cycle. Because of the feast days that occur during Advent, there are not enough weekdays to complete all 25 in one year. These cycles resulted 4 years after the Second Vatican Council in 1969. The translation used is the New American Bible.
Advent comes from the Latin word "adventus". This word was translated from the Greek word "parousia". This word is commonly used to refer to the Second Coming of Christ. This the Mass readings deal with the subject of Jesus Second coming. Advent starts on a Sunday, four Sundays before December 25. 
First reading, New American Bible 
Is 2:1 This is what Isaiah, son of Amoz, saw concerning Judah and Jerusalem.

2:2 In days to come, The mountain of the LORD’S house shall be established as the highest mountain and raised above the hills. All nations shall stream toward it;

2:3 many peoples shall come and say: “Come, let us climb the LORD’S mountain, to the house of the God of Jacob, That He may instruct us in His ways, and we may walk in His paths.” For from Zion shall go forth instruction,  and the word of the LORD from Jerusalem.

2:4 He shall judge between the nations,  and impose terms on many peoples. They shall beat their swords into plowshares  and their spears into pruning hooks; One nation shall not raise the sword against another, nor shall they train for war again.

2:5 O house of Jacob, come, let us walk in the light of the LORD!
