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The Third Fatima Message.

Third Fatima Message.

“We saw an Angel with a flaming sword in his left hand; flashing, it gave out flames that looked as though they would set the world on fire; but they died out in contact with the splendor that Our Lady radiated towards him from Her right hand: pointing to the earth with his right hand, the Angel cried out in a loud voice: ‘Penance, Penance, Penance!'. And we saw in an immense light that is God: ‘something similar to how people appear in a mirror when they pass in front of it' a Bishop dressed in White ‘we had the impression that it was the Holy Father'. Other Bishops, Priests, men and women Religious going up a steep mountain, at the top of which there was a big Cross of rough-hewn (Cut by ax.) trunks as of a cork-tree with the bark; before reaching there the Holy Father passed through a big city half in ruins and half trembling with halting step, afflicted with pain and sorrow, he prayed for the souls of the corpses he met on his way; having reached the top of the mountain, on his knees at the foot of the big Cross he was killed by a group of soldiers who fired bullets and arrows at him, and in the same way there died one after another the other Bishops, Priests, men and women Religious, and various lay people of different ranks and positions. Beneath the two arms of the Cross there were two Angels each with a crystal aspersorium (vessel holding holy water) in his hand, in which they gathered up the blood of the Martyrs and with it sprinkled the souls that were making their way to God.
Part 1 of Message examined.

“We saw an Angel with a flaming sword in his left hand; flashing, it gave out flames that looked as though they would set the world on fire; but they died out in contact with the splendor that Our Lady radiated towards him from her right hand”.

1) “Flaming sword” refers to the power of God’s words, yes His reprimand. Since the second part of the message refers to the Catholic clergy, the sword is against them. But the Holy Mother's intercession stops the damage. 

Heb 4:12 Indeed, the word of God is living and effective, sharper than any two-edged sword. It penetrates and divides soul and Spirit, joints and marrow; it judges the reflections and thoughts of the heart.

2) “Left hand” is reserved for the damned. In the Book of judges, Ehud, Israel’s savior, with his left hand drew the dagger from his right thigh, and killed the fat Moabite king. Jdg (3:21) In the Book of Matthew, at the Final Judgment, Jesus will say to those at His left hand, “Depart from Me, you cursed, into the eternal fire prepared for the devil and his angels”. Mt (25:41)
3) “Right hand” is the power of God to save. It says in the Book of Psalms; “Fear not, I am with you; be not dismayed; I am your God. I will strengthen you, and help you, and uphold you with My right hand of justice”. Ps (41:10) 
Part 2 of Message examined.

“Pointing to the earth with his right hand, the Angel cried out in a loud voice: ‘Penance, Penance, Penance!'.

1) “Earth.” Man is made from clay and without the water; you have only earth. Yes, earth is what you have if you forsake the living waters of God’s word. In other words, you can liken the earth to a man who no longer has God’s word remaining in him.

2) “Penance.”  For a sin to be hated, our heart’s desire is to go back in time and undo the damage our sins have caused. But since this can’t occur, our hope relies on the Lord to undo the damage. True sorrow involves our tears and involves our time. Yes it involves restitution (penance); do you understand its meaning? Let me say this, if you have never cried over your sins, you have never hated your sins. My point to you is this, the only thing that we have that God values is our heart felt tears. This is the only penance that God requires. 

The message is warning the Catholic clergy to do penance for their sins. The punishment has been held back by the Mother of Jesus. If the clergy fail to do penance now, they will after physical death.

Part 3 of Message examined.

“And we saw in an immense light that is God: ‘something similar to how people appear in a mirror when they pass in front of it' a Bishop dressed in White ‘we had the impression that it was the Holy Father'.
1) “And we (We refers to the children of Fatima.) saw in an immense light that is God”. It says in the Book of Wisdom; “And knowing that I could not otherwise possess Wisdom except God gave it—and this, too, was prudence, to know whose is the gift. Wis (8:21) God wants us to understand that He is in control of this message.

2) “Something similar to how people appear in a mirror when they pass in front of it”. This line informs us that the vision was clearly seen, but the vision’s riddle was not understood.
3) “A Bishop dressed in White ‘we had the impression that it was the Holy Father”. The Bishop refers to the Bishop of Rome, the Pope. This Bishop doesn’t represent one particular man, but rather all Popes of the Catholic Church, past and present.  

Part 4 of Message examined.

“Other Bishops, Priests, men and women Religious going up a steep mountain, at the top of which there was a big Cross of rough-hewn trunks as of a cork-tree with the bark”.

1) “Other Bishops, Priests, men and women Religious”. This vision not only includes the Popes of the past and present, but also all Catholic clergy and teachers throughout time.

2) “Going up a steep mountain”. From the book of Psalms it says: "Who shall ascend the hill of the Lord? And who shall stand in His Holy Place"? Ps (24:3) After physical death every man must enter into the Final Test. The clergy are held to a greater accountability and thus have a steeper hill to climb. 
3) “The cork-tree with the bark”. Commercial Cork is harvested from an evergreen tree called the cork oak that grows in the western Mediterranean basin. These trees require a great deal of sun and an unusual combination of low rainfall and high humidity. The cork is formed from layers of extremely strong flexible cell walls that are waterproof and airtight. These cell walls remain attached to the tree after dying. The cork tree’s bark provides protection against droughts, brush fires, temperature fluctuations, and other environ-mental conditions. This means the species is well adapted to the Mediterranean climate and can survive the frequent forest fires. During a fire, the thick cork layer protects the most sensitive interior tissues of the tree in such a way that the tree does not die and shoots out again later. The cork tree has a life span of 300-400 years. The trees must be approximately fifty years of age before they can produce cork of a quality suitable for use in consumer goods, i.e. wine stoppers, flooring. Stripping is repeated every nine years. At no time is the tree stripped more than 50%. Harvesting of cork is not harmful to the tree. Once ready for harvest, which occurs during the months of June, July and August, workers strip the bark off the tree using long-handled hatchets. Oblong sections of bark are pried off the tree using the wedge –shaped handle of the hatchet. Extreme care is taken during this process not to bruise the inner layer of cork bark so the tree will continue to produce cork. The largest producing country of cork is Portugal with 30%, followed by other Mediterranean countries such as Algeria 21%, Spain 20%, Morocco 16%, France 5%, Italy 4% and Tunisia 4%.
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Cork has the following properties:

1) Insulation- Because 90% of the tissue consists of gaseous matter, the density of cork is extremely low, giving the material wonderful insulating properties, thermal as well as acoustical

2) Resilience- When Cork is subjected to pressure, the gas is compresses and volume decreases considerable. Once released from pressure, cork recovers rapidly to its original shape. 

3) Durability- Cork is remarkably resistant to wear, as it is less affected be impact and friction than other hard surface materials due to its cellular composition. 

4) Impermeability- The presence of Suberin, a natural waxy substance, makes cork is impervious to both liquids and gas. As a result it does not rot.

5) Fire retardant- A natural fire retardant, cork does not spread flames, and does not release toxic gases during com-bustion. 

Brothers, the detail describing the cork oak tree was to show its durability and longevity. In the Third Fatima Message, the Cross was made of this Cork. Thus, God is showing us in a symbolic way that the Cross will withstand the forces of destruction. 

4) “Going up a steep mountain, at the top of which there was a big Cross of rough-hewn trunks as of a cork-tree with the bark”. The Cross and it durability against destructive forces is shown to all men as they travel through the Final Test. The Cross represents the sins of the elect and damned. The power of the Cross comes from Jesus nailed to it. He experienced all the pains and sorrows caused by sin. We will receive the power to resist suicidal emotions, during our Final Tests, if we have a true appreciation of Jesus and His passion.   
Part 5 of Message examined.

“Before reaching there (Top of mountain.) the Holy Father passed through a big city half in ruins and half trembling with halting step, afflicted with pain and sorrow, he prayed for the souls of the corpses he met on his way; having reached the top of the mountain, on his knees at the foot of the big Cross he was killed by a group of soldiers who fired bullets and arrows at him”.

1) “The Holy Father passed through a big city half in ruins”. Each man will clearly see the damage his sins have caused. Then he will know for certain that life wasn’t a plaything or holiday for gain. But rather, he will see that God created us to be each other’s spiritual keepers.

Gn 4:9 Then the LORD asked Cain, “Where is your brother Abel?” He answered, “I do not know. Am I my brother’s keeper?”
Brothers, an obligation to preach the Gospel has been imposed on us, and woe to those who do not preach it. 1 Cor (9:16) Ungrudgingly, you should share the riches of the Gospel and do not hide them away. Wis (7:13) Those trained in Her words must show their wisdom, dispensing sound proverbs like life-giving waters. Sir (18:29) Our obligation is to teach our children so that next generation, that is, children yet to be born, might come to know the word of the Lord. That they too might put their trust in God, and not forget the works of God, keeping His Commandments. Ps (78:5) 

2) “A big city half in ruins”. A city can be likened to a man’s soul. It should be evident by now how Scripture is constantly using worldly terms to describe spiritual realities. This line refers to the Pope seeing a man that has failed his Final Test; this man’s soul will be half in ruins. The total destruction of a soul refers to the second woe when Jesus takes His revenge or when our accusers are reunited to their bodies at Final judgment.

3) “And half trembling with halting step, afflicted with pain and sorrow”. Salvation or damnation depends upon the type of pain and sorrow. If the pain and sorrow is a heartfelt remorse over sins committed, that soul will survive Final Test if he calls upon Jesus saving right hand. But if the pain and sorrow is self-piety, then damnation will follow. Recall the words of Judas, “I have sinned in betraying innocent blood.” Mt (27:4) But yet he went off and hanged himself. Mt (27:5) Judas saw how Jesus was harshly treated, overwhelmed with blasphemies and injuries. Jesus submitted like a lamb led to the slaughter. He was silent and opened not His mouth. Is (53:7) He returned no insult and when made to suffer, He did not counter with threats. 1 Pt (2:23) Judas reflected upon his own treachery. He recalled the miracles he had witnessed, the doctrines he had heard, Mt (5:3-5:12) and the benefits enjoyed. All the sins he had committed piled themselves up before his interior gaze. His deeds convicted him Wis (4:20) and his distressed conscience magnified the misfortune. Wis (17:11) Fear came upon him, sudden and unexpected. Believing that his own sins were too great to be forgiven, thinking not aright, Judas hanged himself. His sorrow was driven by fear of punishment. You see the fear of personal punishment causes worldly sorrow that brings death. 2 Cor (7:10) Judas grieved more for his own plight, for his own damnation, than for having offended God. True sorrow in contrast hates sin and the damage caused by sin. If you confess and give up sin, the Lord will give you true sorrow. But the one who conceals his sins at the Final Test, will only fear personal punishment (self-pity), which brings eternal damnation. Jer (28:13) 

The following verse from Ezekiel reveals how souls will be afflicted at Final Test.

Ez 21:11 As for you, Son of man, groan! with shattered strength groan bitterly. 21:12 And when they ask you, "Why are you groaning?” You shall say: Because of a report; when it comes every heart shall fail, every hand shall fall helpless, every spirit shall be afraid, and every knee shall run with water. See, it is coming; it is here! Says the Lord GOD.
Brothers, let me simply say, self-pity is what a man feels if he fails the Final Test. His heart shall fail, his spirit shall be afraid and his knee shall run with water. Half trembling with halting step, he will be afflicted with pain and sorrow. 

4) “He prayed for the souls of the corpses he met on his way; having reached the top of the mountain”. If a soul has a true sorrow for sins committed, prayer for the damaged done would occur. But if the soul has only self-piety, he would violate the Sabbath Law. Symbolically speaking, our lives can be considered as six days, on the seventh day is the day of our deaths. We have to do the works of Christ while it is day. Night is coming when no one can work. Jn (9:4) The man that is found working on the seventh is put to death. Ex (31:15)
Ex 20:9 Six days you may labor and do all your work,

20:10 but the seventh day is the Sabbath of the LORD, your God. No work may be done then either by you, or your son or daughter, or your male or female slave, or your beast, or by the alien who lives with you.

Ex 31:15 Six days there are for doing work, but the seventh day is the Sabbath of complete rest, sacred to the LORD. Anyone who does work on the Sabbath Day shall be put to death.
Brothers, after death, those who will fail the their Final Tests will be in such suffering, they will be praying for no one. But in order to fulfill the Scriptures, using Scripture's riddles and hidden meanings, we are warned its too late to do penance after we die. 

5) “On his knees at the foot of the big Cross he was killed by a group of soldiers who fired bullets and arrows at him”. The soldiers represent our accusers at our Final Tests. Realize that God uses descriptions to fit the place and time of the revelation. No bullets during biblical times, but in 1917 there were guns and bullets. (Also note the cork tree is widely known in Portugal.) Hell has the power to bring severe accusations against us. Not knowing that the Final Test exists can be likened to being ambushed. The bullets and arrows represent our accusers hateful words.

Is 47:11 But upon you shall come evil you will not know how to predict; disaster shall befall you which you cannot allay. Suddenly there shall come upon you ruin which you will not expect.

Ps 73:18 God set them, indeed, on a slippery road; He hurled them down to ruin.

73:19 How suddenly they are devastated; they are completely wasted away amid horrors!
Lk 21:34 “Beware that your hearts do not become drowsy from carousing and drunkenness and the anxieties of daily life, and that Day catch you by surprise
21:35 like a trap. For that Day will assault everyone who lives on the face of the earth.
Ps 56:7 They hide together in ambush; they watch my every step; they lie in wait for my life.

Ps 140:6 The arrogant have set a trap for me; villains have spread a net, laid snares for me by the wayside.

Jer 4:10 “Alas! Lord GOD,” they will say, “You only deceived us when you said: Peace shall be yours; for the sword touches our very soul.”

Part 6 of Message examined.

“And in the same way there died one after another the other Bishops, Priests, men and women Religious, and various lay people of different ranks and positions”. 

1) "Died". As Paul said, "The wages of sin is death". Rom (6:23). But there are three kinds of death.

1) Physical death.

2) Everlasting death called hell.

3) Purgatory is temporary agony called death. 

The Book of Revelations reveals the death suffered by those at their Final Test who go to purgatory.

﻿9 Rev 6:9﻿ When He (The Lamb Jesus) opened the fifth seal, I saw under the altar the souls of those who had been slain for the word of God and for the witness they had borne; 

6:﻿10﻿ they cried out with a loud voice, “O Sovereign Lord, holy and true, how long before thou wilt judge and avenge our blood on those who dwell upon the earth?” ﻿

6:11﻿ Then they were each given a white robe and told to rest a little longer, until the number of their fellow servants and their brethren should be complete, who were to be killed as they themselves had been.
The question must be asked, does God's justice view the clergy today differently compared to the Pharisees or the priests in the Old Testament? The following verses are warnings from Scripture.  

Hos 4:4 But let no one protest; let no one complain; with you is My grievance, O Priests!

4:5 You shall stumble in the day, and the prophets shall stumble with you at night;

I will destroy your mother.

4:6 My people perish for want of knowledge! Since you have rejected knowledge, I will reject you from My Priesthood; since you have ignored the law of your God, I will also ignore your sons.

4:7 One and all they sin against me, exchanging their glory for shame.

4:8 The Priests feed on the sin of My people, and are greedy for their guilt.

4:9 The Priests shall fare no better than the people: I will punish them for their ways, and repay them for their deeds.

Jer 2:8 The Priests asked not, “Where is the LORD?” Those who dealt with the law knew Me not: the shepherds rebelled against Me. The prophets prophesied by Baal, and went after useless idols.
Is 3:12 O My people, your leaders mislead, they destroy the paths you should follow.
Is 56:10 My watchmen are blind, all of them unaware; they are all dumb dogs, they cannot bark; dreaming as they lie there, loving their sleep.

56:11 They are relentless dogs; they know not when they have enough. These are the shepherds who know no discretion; each of them goes his own way, every one of them to his own gain:

Mal 2:1 And now, O priests, this commandment is for you: If you do not listen,

2:2 And if you do not lay it to heart, to give glory to My Name, says the LORD of many, I will send a curse upon you and of your blessing I will make a curse. Yes, I have already cursed it, because you do not lay it to heart.
2:7 For the lips of the priest are to keep knowledge, and instruction is to be sought from his mouth, because he is the messenger of the LORD of many.

2:8 But you have turned aside from the way, and have caused many to falter by your instruction; you have made void the covenant (promise) of Levi, says the LORD of many.

﻿Ez 34:1﻿ The word of the Lord came to me: ﻿34:2﻿ “Son of man, prophesy against the shepherds of Israel, prophesy, and say to them, even to the shepherds, Thus says the Lord GOD: Ho, shepherds of Israel who have been feeding yourselves! Should not shepherds feed the sheep? ﻿

34:3﻿ You eat the fat, you clothe yourselves with the wool, you slaughter the fatlings; but you do not feed the sheep. 

34:﻿4﻿ The weak you have not strengthened, the sick you have not healed, the crippled you have not bound up, the strayed you have not brought back, the lost you have not sought, and with force and harshness you have ruled them. 

34:﻿5﻿ So they were scattered, because there was no shepherd; and they became food for all the wild beasts. ﻿

34:6﻿ My sheep were scattered, they wandered over all the mountains and on every high hill; my sheep were scattered over all the face of the earth, with none to search or seek for them.
﻿34:7﻿ “Therefore, you shepherds, hear the word of the Lord: 

34:﻿8﻿ As I live, says the Lord GOD, because my sheep have become a prey, and my sheep have become food for all the wild beasts, since there was no shepherd; and because my shepherds have not searched for my sheep, but the shepherds have fed themselves, and have not fed my sheep; 

34:﻿9﻿ therefore, you shepherds, hear the word of the Lord: ﻿

34:10﻿ Thus says the Lord GOD, Behold, I am against the shepherds; and I will require my sheep at their hand, and put a stop to their feeding the sheep; no longer shall the shepherds feed themselves. I will rescue my sheep from their mouths, that they may not be food for them.
Part 7 of Message examined.

“Beneath the two arms of the Cross there were two Angels each with a crystal aspersorium (A vessel normally holding holy water.) in his hand, in which they gathered up the blood of the Martyrs and with it sprinkled the souls that were making their way to God”.
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Crystal aspersorium

1) “Beneath the two arms of the Cross there were two Angels”. In the Book of Revelation it says how the Angels defeated the devil by the Blood of the Lamb. Rev (12:11) With their victory came many a wide range of duties in the salvation of man.

2) “Each with a crystal aspersorium in his hand, in which they gathered up the blood of the martyrs”. The dictionary defines "martyr" as:

1) A person who voluntarily suffers death as the penalty of witnessing to and refusing to renounce a religion.

2) A great or constant sufferer.

When a soul fails his Final Test, the depression and pain is so great the soul desires death. In order to represent suicidal depression, Scripture uses the body and blood. The analogy works like this, as the body loses its blood, this represents the soul overwhelmed with depression and sorrow. At a certain point the soul will chose suicide and is represented as blood spilled. The wounds were created by the accusations of the damned. (Bullets and arrows.)  

The blood also represents life and is never wasted but given to the elect. The following parable represents this.

﻿Mat 25:14﻿ “For it will be as when a man going on a journey called his servants and entrusted to them his property; ﻿

25:15﻿ to one he gave five talents, to another two, to another one, to each according to his ability. Then he went away. ﻿

25:16﻿ He who had received the five talents went at once and traded with them; and he made five talents more. 

25:﻿17﻿ So also, he who had the two talents made two talents more. 

25:﻿18﻿ But he who had received the one talent went and dug in the ground and hid his master’s money. 

25:﻿19﻿ Now after a long time the master of those servants came and settled accounts with them. 

25:﻿20﻿ And he who had received the five talents came forward, bringing five talents more, saying, ‘Master, you delivered to me five talents; here I have made five talents more.’ ﻿

25:21﻿ His master said to him, ‘Well done, good and faithful servant; you have been faithful over a little, I will set you over much; enter into the joy of your master.’ ﻿25:22﻿ And he also who had the two talents came forward, saying, ‘Master, you delivered to me two talents; here I have made two talents more.’ ﻿

25:23﻿ His master said to him, ‘Well done, good and faithful servant; you have been faithful over a little, I will set you over much; enter into the joy of your master.’ ﻿25:24﻿ He also who had received the one talent came forward, saying, ‘Master, I knew you to be a hard man, reaping where you did not sow, and gathering where you did not winnow; 

25:﻿25﻿ so I was afraid, and I went and hid your talent in the ground. Here you have what is yours.’ 

25:﻿26﻿ But his master answered him, ‘You wicked and slothful servant! You knew that I reap where I have not sowed, and gather where I have not winnowed? 

25:﻿27﻿ Then you ought to have invested my money with the bankers, and at my coming I should have received what was my own with interest. ﻿

25:28﻿ So take the talent from him, and give it to him who has the ten talents. ﻿

25:29﻿ For to every one who has will more be given, and he will have abundance; but from him who has not, even what he has will be taken away. 

25:﻿30﻿ And cast the worthless servant into the outer darkness; there men will weep and gnash their teeth.’  

Notice how the talent is gathered from the man who will weep and gnash his teeth (hell) and will be given to those who have. This parable resembles how the blood is gathered by the Angels and sprinkled on souls that were making their way to the Lord. 

The message could also represent the blood of the elect. The accusations of the damned caused great wounds and loss of blood in the elect. This blood could also be gathered. But the message seems to be more about how the clergy will fail their Final Tests.    
Brothers, I say it with such sadness; the Catholic clergy is unaware of their fate. They are held to great standards by God’s justice. Reflect upon this fact that the clergy are in serious trouble. We must not be indifferent to their plight but in charity remember them in our intercessions.        

The First Message.

"The war (World War I was still raging.) is going to end. But if people do not stop offending God, another and worse one will begin in the reign of Pius XI. (The Pope from 1922 to 1939) When you shall see a night illuminated by an unknown light” (Thus it happened on January 25-26, 1938 from 9 PM to 2 AM there appeared over the Northern Hemisphere a very unusual light that scared many people. The New York Times devoted almost an entire page to the event. Scientists attributed it to an exceptional aurora borealis] "know that this is the great sign that God gives you that He is going to punish the world for its many crimes by means of war, hunger and persecution of the Church and the Holy Father.” (Within two months of the sign, in March of 1938, Hitler invaded his first country, Austria).
The Second Message.

In July of 1917, Russia was a poor, militarily weak and war devastated nation. The Communists took power by surprise in November of 1917 yet the Blessed Mother told the children: "If my requests are not granted, she (Russia) will scatter her errors throughout the world, provoking wars and persecutions of the Church. The good will be martyred, the Holy Father will have much to suffer, and various nations will be destroyed.” Our Lady later said, "Russia will be converted, and a certain period of peace will be granted to the world.”
