THE SEVEN DEADLY SPIRITS

Sin can be divided into seven kinds. These seven deadly sins are also known as the capital vices. The Bible doesn't list  the Seven Deadly Sins. But if we make a list of the sins found in the Bible, sin can be divided into seven parts.

1) Arrogance (pride)

2) Anger

3) Envy

4) Spiritual laziness

5) Lust

6) Excessive wealth

7) Excessive pleasure 
 
The Deadly Spirit Of Arrogance (Pride)
 

What is arrogance (pride)? 

Ps 10:4 The wicked, through the pride of his countenance (face), will not seek after God: God is not in all his thoughts. (From King James bible.)
The word "countenance" is the face that shows our emotions. Gn (4:5), 1 Sam (1:18), Jb (9:27),  and Prv (15:13)   

1) Thus pride is an emotion.

a) Pride will not seek after God

b) Pride will not have God in its thoughts.

Pride (arrogance) will not seek God.
﻿Sir 10:12 The beginning of man’s pride is to depart from the Lord; his heart has forsaken his Maker. 

It's obvious to everyone when a man has no shame in committing sin he has departed from God. But its not obvious to those who call themselves religious that they are not seeking God in the way God wants to be found. No one should be happy with their knowledge of God and His will. But people are happy with their religion and do very little seeking the face (countenance) of God. For when we seek God's face, we are seeking His emotions.
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﻿1 Chron 16:10﻿ Glory in His holy name; let the hearts of those who seek the Lord rejoice! ﻿

16:11﻿ Seek the Lord and His strength, seek His presence continually! 

﻿16:12﻿ Remember the wonderful works that He has done, the wonders He operated, the judgments He uttered, (Refers to saving souls at Final Test.)
1 Chron 28:9 “And you, Solomon my son, (King David is speaking.) know the God of your father, and serve him with a whole heart and with a willing mind; for the Lord searches all hearts, and understands every plan and thought. If you seek Him, He will be found by you; but if you forsake Him, He will cast you off for ever. 

1) "The Lord searches all hearts". By watching a man's feet, the feet take us to the things we love. Thus God is judging our actions.  

﻿1 Chro 7:11﻿ When I (God) shut up the heavens so that there is no rain, or command the locust to devour the land, or send pestilence (disease) among My people, 

7:﻿14﻿ if My people who are called by My name humble themselves, and pray and seek My face, and turn from their wicked ways, then I will hear from heaven, and will forgive their sin and heal their land. ﻿7:15﻿ Now My eyes will be open and My ears attentive to the prayer that is made in this place. (Place is the Temple of Solomon.)

When we seek the face of God, we are studying the Seven Spirits of God. Chapter one and two reveals the Passion of Jesus and is a great place to learn the emotions of God.

﻿﻿Ps 24:4 He who has clean hands and a pure heart, who does not lift up his soul to what is false, and does not swear deceitfully. (lying)
﻿24:5﻿ He will receive blessing from the Lord, and vindication (To be free from blame.) from the God of his salvation.

﻿24:6﻿ Such is the generation of those who seek Him, who seek the face of the God of Jacob. [Selah]

﻿Ps 119:1﻿ Blessed are those whose way is blameless, who walk in the law of the Lord! 

119:﻿2﻿ Blessed are those who keep His instructions, who seek Him with their whole heart, 

119:﻿3﻿ who also do no wrong, but walk in His ways! 

119:﻿4﻿ You have commanded your precepts  (laws) to be kept diligently. ﻿

119:5﻿ O that My ways may be immoveable in keeping Your statutes! (laws) 

﻿119:6﻿ Then I shall not be put to shame, having my eyes fixed on all Your Commandments. ﻿

119:7﻿ I will praise You with an upright heart, when I learn Your righteous ordinances. (laws) 

119:﻿8﻿ I will observe Your statutes; O forsake me not utterly!

119:9﻿ How can a young man keep his way pure? By guarding it according to Your word.

119:10﻿ With my whole heart I seek You; let me not wander from Your Commandments.

119:11﻿ I have laid up Your word in my heart, that I might not sin against You.

My question to all who call themselves religious, do you seek the face of God's Son? Do you study Jesus' Passion? 

Pride (arrogance) will not have God in its thoughts.
﻿Prv 1:22 “How long, O simple ones, will you love being simple? How long will scoffers delight in their scoffing and fools hate knowledge? ﻿

1:23﻿ Give heed to My criticism; behold, I will pour out My thoughts to you; I will make My words known to you. ﻿

1:24﻿ Because I have called and you refused to listen, have stretched out My hand and no one has heeded, ﻿

1:25﻿ and you have ignored all My counsel and would not recognize my punishments, 

﻿1:26﻿ I (God) also will laugh at your calamity; I will mock when panic strikes you, (Refers to Final Test.) ﻿
1:27﻿ when panic strikes you like a storm, and your calamity comes like a whirlwind, when distress and anguish come upon you. (Final Test) ﻿

1:28﻿ Then they will call upon Me, but I will not answer; they will seek Me diligently but will not find Me. ﻿

1:29﻿ Because they hated knowledge and did not choose the fear of the Lord, ﻿

1:30﻿ would have none of My counsel, and despised all My punishments, 

1:﻿31﻿ therefore they shall eat the fruit of their way and be gorged with their own devices. (Their sins will come back to punish.) ﻿

1:32﻿ For the simple are killed by their turning away, and the pride of fools destroys them; ﻿

1:33﻿ but he who listens to Me will dwell secure and will be at ease, without dread of evil.” 

﻿Rom 8:5﻿ For those who live according to the flesh set their minds on the things of the flesh, but those who live according to the Spirit set their minds on the things of the Spirit. ﻿

5:6﻿ To set the mind on the flesh is death, but to set the mind on the Spirit is life and peace.
﻿Sir 39:1﻿ On the other hand he who devotes himself to the study of the law of the Most High will seek out the wisdom of all the ancients, (past Saints) and will be concerned with prophecies; (Future events like the Final Test.) ﻿

39:2﻿ he will save the conversations of notable men and penetrate the subtleties (hard to see and understand) of parables; (story of religious principal.) 

﻿39:3﻿ he will seek out the hidden meanings of proverbs (a saying) and be at home with the obscurities (hidden) of parables. 

39:﻿4﻿ He will serve among great men and appear before rulers; he will travel through the lands of foreign nations, for he tests the good and the evil among men. (Refers to being a member of the 144,000 serving souls at their Final Tests.)
39:﻿5﻿ He will set his heart to rise early to seek the Lord who made him, and will make prayers before the Most High; he will open his mouth in prayer and make supplication (plea) for his sins. 

39:﻿6﻿ If the great Lord is willing, he will be filled with the spirit of understanding; he will pour forth words of wisdom and give thanks to the Lord in prayer. 

39:﻿7﻿ He will direct his counsel and knowledge aright, and meditate on His secrets. 

39:﻿8﻿ He will reveal instruction in his teaching, and will glory in the law of the Lord’s covenant. (Promises)
9:﻿9﻿ Many will praise his understanding, and it will never be blotted out; his memory will not disappear, and his name will live through all generations. 

39:﻿10﻿ Nations will declare his wisdom, and the congregation will proclaim his praise; (Refers to being a member of the 144,000 serving souls at their Final Tests.)
A man of pride will not devote Himself to study of parable or prophecies. A prideful man will ignore God's counsels and will hate knowledge pertaining to spiritual things.  

﻿Ps 119:15﻿ I will meditate on Your precepts,  (laws) and fix my eyes on Your ways.

﻿119:16﻿ I will delight in Your statutes; I will not forget Your word.

﻿Ps 145:5﻿ On the glorious splendor of Your majesty, and on Your wondrous works, I will meditate. (I will mediate on how God saves souls at their Final Test.)
﻿Sir 6:37﻿ Reflect on the statutes of the Lord, and meditate at all times on His Commandments. It is He who will give insight to your mind, and your desire for wisdom will be granted.

﻿Sir 14:20 Blessed is the man who meditates on wisdom and who reasons intelligently. ﻿

14:21﻿ He who reflects in his mind on wisdom ways will also ponder her secrets. 

﻿Ps  1:1﻿ Blessed is the man who walks not in the counsel of the wicked, nor stands in the way of sinners, nor sits in the seat of scoffers;

﻿1:2﻿ but his delight is in the law of the Lord, and on his law he meditates day and night.

﻿1:3﻿ He is like a tree planted by streams of water, that yields its fruit in its season, and its leaf does not wither. In all that he does, he prospers.

Eph 5:15 Look carefully then how you walk, not as unwise men but as wise, 

5:16 making the most of the time, because the days are evil. 

5:17 Therefore do not be foolish, but understand what the will of the Lord is.

1) “Because the days are evil”. When a man returns a curse for a curse, this is evil.

2) "Understand what the will of the Lord is". There are different Christian theologies because of arrogance. People are lying to themselves when they think they are doing God's will. Rather they have created God to fit their personal likes and dislikes. 

Arrogance (pride) is pleasing to the eye.
Prv 14:12 There is a way which seems right to a man, but its end is the way to death.
 

1) “Seems right” is a feeling. Pleasing to the eye is the phrase used to describe how we feel. 
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Prv 16:2 All the ways of a man are pure in his own eyes, but the Lord weighs the spirit.

1) "But the Lord weighs the spirit". The spirit is our emotions. For example, if we were in the habit of not disciplining our anger, God will judge us. It may seem right to be angry, but God will judge our anger as a taking revenge. 

All human thinking is called arrogance (pride).
 Is 5:21 Woe to those who are wise in their own eyes, and shrewd in their own sight!

1) "Woe to those who are wise in their own eyes". Men find pleasure in their human wisdom. The eye is the symbol of a pleasing feeling. 

Rom 10:3 Unaware of God's justice and seeking to establish their own, they did not subject themselves to the justice of God.

Prv 18:2 The fool takes no delight in understanding, but rather in displaying what he thinks.
 

Jer 8:9 The wise are confounded, dismayed and ensnared; since they have rejected the word of the LORD, of what avail is their wisdom?

2 Tim 4:3 For the time will come when people will not tolerate sound doctrine but, following their own desires, will surround themselves with teachers who tickle their ears.

4:4 They will stop listening to the truth and wander off to fables.

Jer 3:5 Trust in the LORD with all your heart, on your own intelligence rely not.
 

Prv  28:26 He who trusts in himself is a fool, 

but he who walks in wisdom is safe.

Is 55:7 Let the scoundrel forsake his way, and the wicked man his thoughts; let him turn to the LORD for mercy; to our God, who is generous in forgiving.

Eph 4:17 Now this I affirm and testify in the Lord, that you must no longer live as the Gentiles do, in the futility of their minds;

4:18 they are darkened in their understanding, alienated from the life of God because of the ignorance that is in them, due to their hardness of heart;
 

1) “In the futility of their minds”. The word “futility” means completely ineffective. Realize there is no power of truth in the human mind. It takes grace to know the mind of God. God must give us trainers to know Him.
2) “Hardness of heart” is a reference to a man’s lack of spiritual compassion for his brothers.

It's very simple, do not rely on your intelligence, but rely on the keys of Peter.

1 Cor 1:19﻿ For it is written, “I (God) will destroy the wisdom of the wise, and the cleverness of the clever I will oppose successfully.” ﻿

1:20﻿ Where is the wise man? Where is the scribe? Where is the debater of this age? Has not God made foolish the wisdom of the world? ﻿

1:21﻿ For since, in the wisdom of God, the world did not know God through  (worldly) wisdom, it pleased God through the folly of what we preach to save those who believe. 

Men always think that they are wise and have great wisdom, but in reality they are arrogant. They will be in this state of thinking all their lives until they physically die and are forced into the valley of death. (The land of shades.) God will oppose their arrogance with great everlasting punishment.

1 Cor 3:19﻿ For the wisdom of this world is folly with God. For it is written, “He catches the wise in their craftiness,” ﻿

3:19﻿ and again, “The Lord knows that the thoughts of the wise are completely ineffective."
